REPORT ON FINANCIAL STATEMENT

Opinion

We have audited the accompanying financial statements of Associate Co-Operative Bank Ltd. (hereinafter referred to as "the
bank"), which comprise the Balance Sheet as at 31st March 2025, the Profit and Loss Account for the year then ended, and
notes to the financial statements, including a summary of the significant accounting policies and other explanatory
information.

The Bank includes its Head Office and its 7 branches and to the best of our knowledge and information and as per the
explanations given to us The specific guidelines have been issued to the Bank by the Central Registrar of Co-operative
Societies or Reserve Bank of India as regarding selection of branches to be covered under audit.

In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us, the financial statements, give
the information required by the Banking Regulation (Amendment) Act, 1949 (As applicable to Co-operative Societies) as well
as the Gujarat Co-operative Societies Act, 1961 and the Gujarat Co-Operative Societies Rule, 1965 (as applicable) in the
manner so required for Urban Co-Operative Bank (UCBs) and are in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted

in India:
a. in the case of the Balance Sheet, of the state of affairs of the Bank as at 31st March 2025;
b. in the case of the Profit and Loss Account, of the profit for the year ended on that date;

Basis for Opinion
We conducted our audit in accordance with the Standards on Auditing (SAs) issued by the institute of Chartered Accountants
of India (ICAI). Our responsibilities under those Standards are further described in the "Auditor's Responsibilities for the Audit
of the Financial Statements" section of our report. We are independent of the Bank in accordance with the Code of Ethics
issued by the ICAI together with the ethical requirements that are relevant to our audit of the financial statements prepared in
accordance with the accounting principles generally accepted in india, including the Accounting Standards issued by the ICAI,
and provisions of section 29 of the Banking Regulation Act, 1949 (As applicable to Co- operative Societies) and circular and
guidelines issued by the Reserve Bank of India from time to time and we have fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in
accordance with these requirements and the Code of Ethics issued by the ICAI. We believe that the audit evidence we have
obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our opinion.
Information Other than the Financial Statements and Auditor's Report Thereon
The Bank's management and Board of Directors are responsible for the preparation of the other information. The other
information comprises the information included in the Bank's Annual report by the Board of Directors, but does not include the
financial statements and our auditor's report thereon. The Annual Report is expected to be made available to us after the date
of this auditor's report.
Our opinion on the financial statements does not cover the other information and we do not express any form of assurance
conclusion thereon. In connection with our audit of the financial statements, our responsibility is to read the other information
identified above when it becomes available and, in doing so, consider whether the other information is materially inconsistent
with the financial statements or our knowledge obtained in the audit, or otherwise appears to be materially misstated.
When we read the Report of Board of Directors including other explanatory information, if we conclude that there is a material
misstatement therein, we are required to communicate the matter to those charged with governance and the members in the
Annual General Meeting.
Management's Responsibilities for the Financial Statements

The Bank's management and Board of Directors are responsible for the preparation of these financial statements
that give a true and fair view of the financial position and financial performance of the Bank in accordance with the accounting
principles generally accepted in India, including the applicable accounting standards and provisions of section 29 of the
Banking Regulation Act, 1949 (As applicable to Co-operative Societies) and circular and guidelines issued by the Reserve
Bank of India from time to time. This responsibility also includes maintenance of adequate accounting records in accordance
with the provisions of the Act for safeguarding of the assets of the Bank and for preventing and detecting frauds and other
irregularities; selection and application of appropriate accounting policies, making judgements and estimates that are
reasonable prudent; and design, implementation and maintenance of adequate internal financial controls, that were
operating effectively for ensuring the accuracy and completeness of the accounting records, relevant to the preparation and
presentation of the financial statements that give a true and fair view and are free from material misstatement, whether due to
fraud or error.
In preparing the financial statements, the management and Board of Directors are responsible for assessing the Bank's ability
to continue as a going concern, disclosing, as applicable, matters related to going concern and using the going concern basis
of accounting unless the management either intends to liquidate the Bank or to cease operations, or has no realistic
alternative butto do so The Board of Directors are also responsible for overseeing the Bank's financial reporting process.

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Notes to financial statements for the year ended 31st March, 2025

OVERVIEW:

1. Basis of preparation:

The financial statements have been prepared and presented under the historical cost convention on the
accrual basis of accounting, unless otherwise stated, and comply with generally accepted accounting
principles, statutory requirements prescribed under The Banking Regulation Act, 1949, The Gujarat Co-
Operative Societies Act, 1961, Gujarat Co-Operative Societies Rules, 1965, circulars and guidelines
issued by The Reserve Bank of India (RBI) from time to time, the Accounting Standards (AS) issued by
The Institute of Chartered Accountants of India (ICAI) and current practices prevailing within the
Banking Industry in India

2. Use of Estimates:
The preparation of the financial statements, in conformity with generally accepted accounting
principles, requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts
of assets and liabilities, revenues and expenses and disclosure of contingent liabilities at the date of the
financial statements. Actual results could differ from those estimates. Management believes that the
estimates used in the preparation of the financial statements are prudent and reasonable. Any revisions
to the accounting estimates are recognized prospectively

Summary of significantaccounting policies.

1. Accounting Convention:

The financial statements are drawn up keeping in mind the historical cost and going concern concept

and in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles and practices prevailing in the

Banking Industry in India, except otherwise stated.

Advances and Provisioning:

a. The classification of advances into Standard, Sub standard, Doubtful and Loss assets as well as
provisioning on Standard Advances and Non-Performing Advances has been arrived at on an on going
basis in accordance with the Income Recognition, Assets Classification and Provisioning Norms
prescribed by the Reserve Bank of India from time to time.

(I)  Substandard : 10%

(I Doubtful : 100% on unsecured portion
20% / 30% / 100% of the secured portion depending on the period for
which hasremained doubtful

(IlI) LossAssets : 100%

b. Additional Provision carried in accounts over and above requirement under prudential norms
prescribed by the Reserve Bank of India, which can be considered as earmarked reserve as follow :

Corporation of India (LIC) through a separate trust. Being defined contribution plan, during the
year under audit, the bank has contributed a sum of Rs. 4.51 Lakhs towards group gratuity fund
and a sum of Rs. 17.25 Lakhs towards staff group leave encashment, with LIC, by debiting Profit

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based on best estimate required to settle the obligation at the Balance sheet date. These are reviewed
ateach Balance sheet date and adjusted to reflect the current best estimates.
Contingent liabilities are not recognized but are disclosed in the notes. contingent assets are neither
recognised nor disclosed in the financial statements.
13. ImpairmentofAssets:
A substantial portion of the bank's assets comprise of 'financial assets' to which Accounting standard 28
"Impairment of assets” is not applicable. In respect of assets to which Standard applies, in the opinion of
the management, there are no indications, internal or external which could have the effect of impairing
the value of the assets to any material extent as at 31st March, 2025 requiring recognition in terms of the

During the review period, the Bank has initiated funding under the Credit Guarantee Fund Trust for
Micro and Small Enterprises (CGTMSE) scheme and complied the procedures as prescribed. This marks
a positive step towards supporting credit flow to the micro and small enterprise (MSE) sector without
collateral security. The Bank has adhered to the operational guidelines of the CGTMSE scheme, including
proper documentation, borrower eligibility assessment, and timely application for guarantee coverage.
The internal controls surrounding these advances are found to be satisfactory, though it is
recommended that the Bank continue to strengthen its monitoring mechanism to ensure compliance
with claim eligibility norms and timely submission of required data to the trust."

The Reserve Bank of India (RBI) Circular No. DOR.CRE.REC. 28/07.10.002/2024-25, issued on July 25,
2024, extended the deadline for Urban Co-operative Banks (UCBs) to meet their small value loan targets.
